• Regional Innovation Valleys will bring 
together less and more innovative 
regions with a view to addressing the 
most burning challenges facing the EU, 
namely reducing the reliance on fossil 
fuels, increasing global food security, 
mastering the digital transformation 
(including cybersecurity), improving 
healthcare and achieving circularity.
